Introduction
Target group

The seminar is aimed at magistrates, prosecutors, lawyers, legal advisers and court officer.
Objective of the seminar & methodology

The EU GDPR is new legislation that provides a single, harmonised data privacy law for the EU. With the increasing risk of data breaches from cyber-attack, the EU GDPR aims to prevent the loss of personal data by improving data security. Organisations and institutions need to comply with the new law, or potentially face fines of up to 4% of annual turnover or €20 million – whichever is greater.

This course provides in-depth information on how to prepare for compliance with the EU GDPR. It provides reference to available material and instructions on how to prepare a Data inventory, how to conduct Data Flow mapping and Data Protection Impact assessment. It provides also useful tips for drafting Privacy notices and maintain record of processing. 
Thus, this training session aims to provide participants with the necessary guidance to understand the impact of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and challenges linked to its implementation. It will offer an opportunity to discuss the challenges and issues at stake. 
The training also aims to explain links, similarities and differences between corresponding instruments. Hence, to complete the picture, other international instruments (i.e. Council of Europe Convention 108) and recent European case law will also be addressed.
