Introduction
Target group: Judges and prosecutors from North Macedonia.

Description:  EU legislation related to rights of suspected and accused persons in criminal proceedings has been a long standing debt of the EU criminal area. Following the lines set by the Roadmap of Strengthening procedural rights adopted in 2009, the so called Stockholm Program, the EU has systematically proposed and adopted legislation in this area bringing EU legislation fully in line with the standards set by the European Court of Human Rights.
The seminar will follow the lines set up by the Stockholm Program, and eventually the Lisbon Treaty and the series of legislative instruments adopted will be examined in a detailed manner with a view as to their effect on national legislation and national criminal procedures.

Method: A mixture of presentations, discussions and workshops
Objectives: The purpose of the seminar is to provide participants with information on the use, domestic application and evaluation of leading procedural guarantees instruments available in the EU judicial cooperation in criminal matters and their place in the context of EU fundamental rights protection.
