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Rachelle G. Cohen is editorial page editor and a frequent political columnist for the Boston Herald.  

In that capacity she reported on the 1990 elections in Nicaragua, the end of the 1999 NATO action in Kosovo, and traveled throughout the Balkans with the U.S. military. She also reported from Haifa during the 2006 Israel/Lebanon war.

She traveled to Russia during the waning days of the Soviet Union, to Taiwan to chronicle the inauguration of its first popularly elected president. She visited Cuba in advance of the visit of the 2012 visit of Pope Benedict XVI and wrote about the current state of the Cuban economy and its human rights struggles.

Cohen has participated in three conferences in Uzbekistan under the auspices of the NGO Regional Dialogue and USAID --  one of which was with judges and local media on the importance of establishing a dialogue between those parties. In September of 2016 she addressed a Judicial Forum in Kiev hosted by the Ukrainian Bar Association.

Domestically Cohen has reported from the last seven presidential nominating conventions and covered five of the last seven presidential inaugurations. She wrote both editorials and columns in the wake of the April 2013 Boston Marathon bombings.

Prior to joining the Boston Herald, Ms. Cohen worked as a reporter for the Associated Press, including a stint heading the AP’s Massachusetts State House Bureau.

 Cohen has also served for five years as an adjunct professor of journalism at Suffolk University in Boston and guest lectured on media and public policy in Suffolk's graduate division, at Emerson College, and at the Institute of Politics at Harvard's Kennedy School of Government.

She currently is media co-chair of the Supreme Judicial Court's Judiciary-Media Committee. She has hosted meetings with and lectured on transparency and anti-corruption measures to a number of groups visiting here under the auspices of the State Department, including a group of Ukrainian court administrators, a delegation of Afghan judges, and groups of journalists from Kosovo, the Middle East, Latin America and Africa.

Cohen serves on the board of directors of the Massachusetts Association for Mental Health, a private, non-profit, organization that advocates on behalf of people with mental illness.

She has appeared as a guest on the Fox News Channel, MSNBC and the News Hour on PBS.
